+ ISO 17029 contains general principles and requirements for the
impartial, competent and consistent provision of validation and
verification activities by validation and verification bodies.

» The standard is applicable to validation and verification bodies in
any sector, and can be used in conjunction with sector specific
programmes and schemes that contain requirements for validation
and verification processes and procedures.

* SO 17029 will serve as a framework standard for all types of
verification in a wider range of conformity assessments.

* Therefore future version of ISO 14065 will (most likely) remain
applicable for verification and validation of greenhouse gases.
